yacht rock giant steps ( sean wayland)
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A solo on giant steps changes with major 7th chord replaced by "yacht-rock" chords ( 5/1)
2 chords in the second half are replaced by a "yacht-rock" chord a tritone away from the dominant chord that follows
linking materials on the 5 chord resolve towards the notes of the "yacht-rock" chord

you can't improve on John Coltrane but you can entertain yourself trying
